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CCBDD Receives Transfer of Land

The Carroll County Board of Commissioners approved a resolution to transfer the
property at 540 North High Street to the Carroll County Board of Developmental
Disabilities to be used as administrative offices. Carroll Hills Industries will be moving
all the operations from the current location of 540 North High Street to 1182 Roswell
Road, Carrollton, in 2017.

Brief history of the Workshop at 540 N. High Street.

The 540 North High Street property was purchased in April of 1978 from Henry T. Myers for $72,000 plus an appraisal fee of $750. Prior to
the purchase, it was occupied by Hall's Machine Shop.

Known as Project No. MR-206, The State of Ohio, Department of Mental Health & Mental Retardation (now named The Ohio Department
of Developmental Disabilities) agreed to pay 87.5% of the purchase price of the property as well as the cost for the building renovations.
The Commissioners agreed that the use of the facility shall be devoted exclusively to the purpose of providing services to individuals with
developmental disabilities for no less than forty (40) years. The contract agreement was effective May 1, 1978.

Carroll Hills Workshop opened in August of 1979 providing vocational training and work for individuals of Carroll County with
developmental disabilities.

In 1985, the state paid 50% of another renovation/addition project to the Carroll Hills Workshop.
In 1995, the state paid 90% of an improvement project to replace an old section of the roof and replace the HVAC system.
At one time, there were between 95 to 100 individuals attending day services and/or working at the Carroll Hills Workshop on High Street.

Carroll Hills Industries, is a non-profit board that obtains contract work from other companies, and hires the individuals with developmental
disabilities to fulfill the contract work obligations. Direct service staff, hired by the Carroll County Board of DD, train and assist the
employed individuals with completing their work tasks. The Board of DD direct service staff also assist other individuals that attend the
workshop for adult day services.

The Centers for Medicaid Services has ruled that it is a conflict of interest for a County Board of DD to manage the service plans for the
individuals with Medicaid waivers and to also provide Medicaid funded services to those same individuals. This is because there are other
private companies that provide those same Medicaid services and the individual with a Medicaid waiver can chose whom they would like to
provide those services.

During 2017, Carroll Hills Industries, will be moving all their operations to the property they own at 1182 Roswell Road, Carrollton. They
will hire their own direct service staff and begin serving about 35 individuals that are funded through a Medicaid waiver. They will be one
of 4 private providers in Carroll County that provide an adult day service program and/or vocational habilitation for the individuals of Carroll
County with developmental disabilities. The other three providers are The Farm, Mayle Homes and St. John's Villa. The Carroll County
Board of DD will continue to support all providers in Carroll County by fulfilling its obligation in funding the local 40% match for all Medicaid
Services.

The Carroll County Board of Developmental Disabilities Superintendent - Administration offices as well as the Service & Support Case
Management offices will be moving into the 540 N. High Street building in 2017. The Carroll County Board of DD will still be providing an
adult day service program at this facility for approximately 24 individuals that live in Carroll County and do not have the Medicaid Waiver
funding. Also, with the emphasis across the State of Ohio for individuals with developmental disabilities to have integrated employment in
the community, Carroll County Board of DD will be providing integration and employment services to all individuals in Carroll County that
qualify for Board of DD services. This will include community awareness and partnerships, employment navigation, job training & coaching
as well as transportation to work. The Board of DD will be coordinating and collaborating with all providers and local school districts to
accomplish this mission.
